For Rancho, the objectives of education
are not competing, moving up the social ladder, or getting famous and
successful. He believes one should strive for excellence, and success
will follow. Rancho puts passion into whatever he does. With his self-
consoling and uplifting motto "all is well", Rancho manages to help his
friends conquer fear and put color into their own lives and lives of others.

The movie arouses the audience’s awareness of the problems
of rigidity, elite education and grade orientation in today’s education
systems.

It also brings to the
attention of parents and teachers the important role they have to play
in the holistic development of young people. Furthermore, it reminds
education administrators to give room for students to develop their skills
and actualize their dreams.
